Hernando Beach Channel Improvement Con-
tract Approved

The Board of County Commissioners authorized

a contract this week with BC Peabody of Tampa
for completion of the Hernando Beach Channel
Improvement Project. The contract amount is
$8,128,839. The project must be completed by
December 31, 2011, because of funding com-
mitted to the project by the Florida Department
of Transportation.

The Board also approved a contract with Greg
Jarque of Gritz Construction and Development
for $152,000 to provide construction manage-

ment and on-site project supervision.

Included in the approvals for the project was the
transfer of $5 million from the Capital Improve-
ments Fund to the Dredge Project account to
provide sufficient funding to complete the pro-
ject.

The county has filed a claim against the former
contractorods perfor man
cessful, could result in a settlement which could
be used to reimburse the Capital Improvement
Fund. The county has spent $4.5 million to date
on the project.

The contract with BCPeabody includes a $5,000
per day liquidated damages clause if the project
is not completed on time. FDOT has committed
up to $6 million for the project. More info:

Channel will be:

1) dredged to a depth of -6 feet at Mean Low
Water,

2) widened to 60 feet at the channel bottom,

3) lengthened to extend the channel to Watts
Tower,

4) straightened to eliminate the blind turn at the
beginning of the channel.
