JUNE MEETING MINUTES
HERNANDO BEACH DREDGE

Mr. Mixson announced that they have received the
Army Corps' intent to issue the dredge permit. There
are conditions that staff is responding to and then the
permit will be issued. He provided a copy of the packet
received from the ACOE along with an additional copy
of the navigational aid map to Roy that the Coast
Guard is ready to approve. He said the Board of
County Commissioners approved both contracts for
the dredge contractor and the dredge consultant fund-
ing to hire an environmental firm to do all the testing
and seagrass mitigation. Even with the $370,000 cost
for the seagrass mitigation, the project is still under
budget at $7.8 million (budget was $9 million). Mr. Mix-
son stated DEP also has a number of conditions that
they will require, such as a manatee protection plan, a
rock disposal plan and a time zero plan, that will have
to be met before dredge work can start. The contractor
intends to remove the rocks first so it will be easier to
install the pipeline to the wastewater treatment plant.
They hope to start work in July.

Mr. Mixson discussed the 110 acre special protection
area for the seagrass replanting and the use of roost-
ing nests to fertilize the seagrass. He stated it will be
monitored for 5 years and if the seagrass dies, the
contracted firm will be responsible for replanting at
their cost.

Mr. Pelletier asked if the 30' size of the barge they are
going to use for the dredge will be a problem since the
channel is not very wide; Mr. Mixson responded that
the channel will be 60" wide after the dredge so there
should not be a problem. However, due to the size of
the barge, it will have to remain in the channel at night.
He stated there will be a public meeting in late June or
early July to discuss issues with the public.

He said our consultant, Halcro out of Jacksonville, will
be monitoring the project and will have a Representa-
tive living here for a year to coordinate the project.
Their contract is about $1 million—$370,000 for the
seagrass mitigation, $150,000 for environmental test-
ing and sampling, and $500,000 for on site water qual-
ity testing. They have received very good reports from
other counties on this contractor.

Mr. Sutton said the Army Corps permit is complete.
They will meet with DEP the next week for a precon-

struction meeting and submit everything that was re-
quired for permit issuance. They also have the Building
Department permit for placement of the sand at the
wastewater treatment plant site.

A public meeting will be held on Wednesday, July 15,
at 6:00 p.m. at the Coast Guard Auxiliary Building.
The dredge contractor and consultant engineer will be
there to explain the dredge process and answer ques-
tions. That same day there will be the pre-construction
meeting with the contractor and he will be given the
notice to proceed for the project. The contractor will
then start getting the wastewater treatment plant site
ready and begin removing rocks. At the same time, the
seagrass recovery consultant will begin removing sea-
grass and replanting it in the protection areas. They
have a special machine that can move 20 square feet
of seagrass at a time - there is about 1/2 acre to re-
plant.

In response to a question from Mr. Martin, Mr. Sutton
said there should be a representative of the commer-
cial fishermen at the public meeting to discuss traffic
control. Discussion followed regarding the possibility
of posting signage at the Hernando Beach Boat Ramp.
Mr. Link suggested the sign state "Dredge Underway -
Expect Delays". Capt. McCann said if anchor cables
are used, there could be a problem when boats try to
pass the barge and he is very concerned about this.
Mr. Sutton said he had intended to post a project sign
at the boat ramp. If the Board wants more information
posted, let him know exactly what to say and he can
get with the DPW sign shop and see about having the
signage made.

In response to a question from Capt. McCann, Mr. Sut-
ton said the markers permit has been approved by the
Coast Guard. Roger Davidson asked if the time frame
for the project allowed for a cushion for weather; Mr.
Sutton replied that the contractor will have 240 days
for Substantial Completion and 270 days for Final
Completion and this should be plenty of time to com-
plete the project.

Mr. Sutton confirmed that the Channel cannot be shut
down during the dredge - it must be kept open at all
times. The rocks have to be put on the spoil islands
above mean high water per DEP.

After Mr. Sutton left, the Board continued discussing
the need for signage to inform the public about traffic
control during the dredge. There may be a need for a
sign at Bill Watts for people that are not using the boat
ramp.

The purpose of the meeting was to
provide an opportunity for the project contractor, Orion Dredging Services,LLC, of Jacksonville to discuss the
project parameters, answer questions from the public and generally manage the public's expectations with
respect to use of the channel during the construction period. Construction will begin this month,and the pro-
jected completion is February, 2010.

RENUMBERING

Roy Link explained that all signs and dayboards were
permitted for removal but only the area being dredged
was permitted for replacement. So it is up to us to re-
permit the signs in the rest of the areas. He reviewed
the changes he and staff had prepared with the assis-
tance of Port Authority members and wanted the
Board's agreement on these changes. There will be a
need to keep idle speed posted instead of resume
safe speed from Tarpon Canal around the corner to
marker #64 and to #50 in the main channel - about
200'. Cheeks Creek will also need to be changed to
"Idle Speed - No Wake" in both directions. New poles
will need to be added for additional signs. Capt. Mor-
ton suggested posting an actual speed

instead of idle speed or possibly 'No Wake". Every-
one agreed on "No Wake" signs and felt the rest of
the plan was good.

Discussion followed regarding the new signage for
the channel, including the area to be dredged and the

areas that have yet to be permitted.

Mr. Link informed everyone that Terry Duran, the
dredge consultant representative, has set up in the
Waterways Office and the Port Authority Building will
be made available for meetings.

Roy said he will turn the plans over to Gregg Sutton
and Engineering for assistance in preparing the per-
mit application and obtaining approval from the Coast
Guard.

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BAY SCALLOP SEASON

Open harvest season for bay
scallops along Florida’s gqulf
coast began July 1 and runs
through September 10. State wa-
ters in the Gulf of Mexico open to
scallop harvest extend from the
Pasco-Hernando County line (near Aripeka—
latitude 28 degrees, 26.016 minutes North) to the
west bank of the Mexico Beach Canal in Bay
County (longitude 85 degrees, 25.84 minutes
West). It is illegal to possess bay scallops on
water outside open harvest areas. It is also illegal
to land scallops outside open harvest areas. For
example, it would be legal to take scallops from
waters off the Hernando County coast, but it
would be illegal to dock your boat in Pasco
County with the  scallop catch on board.

Recreational harvesters are limited to two gallons
of whole bay scallops in the shell, or one pint of
bay scallop meat, per day during the open sea-
son. In addition, recreational scallopers may pos-
sess no more than 10 gallons of whole bay scal-
lops in the shell, or ¥z gallon of bay scallop meat,
aboard any vessel at any time. Bay scallops may
be harvested only by hand or with a landing or
