WHAT IS CREDIT CARD SKIMMING?

Credit Card Skimming is where account information is
taken from a credit card and fed into a capture device
also known as a skimmer. The information that is
taken is on the back of a credit card. Legitimately, the
information on a magnetic strip is used at a mer-
chant’s point of sale; however, criminally, the informa-
tion is what a criminal needs to commit fraud on your
account.

What can you do to prevent this?

- Never lose sight of your credit card when making
transactions.
Retrieve your credit card immediately after mak-
ing a purchase.
Keep all receipts.
Always review your account statements carefully.
Immediately notify your bank or credit card com-
pany of any discrepancies.

ATM Safety Tips

- Protect your ATM card; know where it is at all
times.
Safeguard your “Personal Identification Num-
ber” (PIN). Never write your PIN on your card or
on a piece of paper that you might keep near your
card.
Don’t share your PIN number with anyone.
Choose an ATM carefully and use common
sense. Be aware of your surroundings, especially
at night.
Avoid ATM’'s in dark or remote areas or where
people seem to be loitering. Walk away if you no-
tice something suspicious and promptly report any
suspicious activity.
Withdraw cash safely. Have your ATM card in
your hand as you approach the ATM and immedi-
ately put your cash away; count it in private.
If you drive up to an ATM, keep the engine run-
ning, lock all doors, and roll up the passenger win-
dows.

JANUARY MINUTES

Hernando Beach Dredge

Gregg Sutton, Assistant County Engineer and
Hernando Beach Dredge Project Manager, pro-
vided a brief update on the project. He stated
that our consultants have submitted a response
to FDEP’s request for additional information on
the application for the wastewater treatment
site, and he provided three copies of the re-
sponse to Port Authority members. The admin-
istrative hearing on the Eagle’s Nest site is
pressing forward and is scheduled for January
28th.

Mr. Martin asked how Mr. Sutton would be in-
teracting with the new lawyer the county has
retained. Mr. Hamilton, County Administrator,
responded that this attorney has been hired to
lead the county through the legal quagmires of
working on two sites, two objections and the
need to get one permit for the best spoil site
approved. The March 29 deadline that Mr.
Mixson has indicated for tendering bids is
looming. The new firm has been brought in to
work with the county’'s team comprised of
David Hamilton and Larry Jennings from
County Administration, Charles Mixson and
Gregg Sutton from Engineering who have been
working on the project for years, Joe Stapf from
Utilities, and the person in charge of Sensitive
Lands. There are 5 groups and 8 people work-
ing together. Mr. Martin asked if the new attor-
ney will be involved in the hearing on the 28th
and Mr. Martin replied yes.

Capt. McCann asked Mr. Mixson where the
March 29th date came from. Mr. Mixson re-
sponded that you have to work backwards from
that date to establish the timeline. The
$6million grant must be completely spent by
July 1, 2010. He provided a timeline for the
project to the board.

January 8, 2009

Meeting was called to order by Wayne Dukes, President, at 7:30 PM followed by the Pledge of Alle-
giance.

Members of the Board welcome our new neighbors.

Sheriff Richard Nugent administers the oath to swear in the new board members.
Jack Mulhern, New President, introduced the guest speaker Sheriff Richard Nugent.
Some of the items of interest learned from The Sheriff:

OEM/Communications:

The Office of Emergency Management was merged into the Sheriff's Office as of January 1, 2009,
with all employees absorbed, to give citizens a continuity of service in event of emergencies and dis-
asters.

There is a new 2-story addition to the Sheriff's Office containing Office of Emergency Management
(OEM), Information Technology (IT) and communications/dispatch (911) for the entire county under
one roof and one command.

Sheriff’'s Office now runs the consolidated dispatch services for their own agency, as well as Her-
nando County Fire Rescue, Brooksville Police Department, and Brooksville Fire Department.
State contributed $80,000 to upgrade equipment.

The prior OEM facility was in a non-hurricane proof structure. Now, when there is a hurricane or
storm, they are in position to coordinate evacuations and recovery operations.

In the event of a major storm, homeowners should anticipate more than 6 weeks to 3 months before
water and sewer services would be fully restored.

The Sheriff’'s Office purchased a Mobile Command Post in part with money seized in drug forfei-
tures. If there is loss of communications, the mobile command post can be utilized for computers,
phones and radio communications to aid in emergency and recovery efforts.

Adding some good core OEM members, to combining them with the best Law Enforcement Officers
in Florida in dealing with emergency and disasters our Deputies face every day, will give the citizens
of Hernando County and Hernando Beach the best level of service in disaster situation.

Crime:

Decline in economy will start showing in theft crime statistics.

Thieves become bolder, faster, less discriminate and more talented.

Crime watch is key to prevention. They are the eyes of the community, know their neighbors and
are an integral part of community connection to law enforcement.

The Sheriff notes that juvenile crime on rise and calls for parents to hold their kids accountable.
Don’t blame the law or the schools if your child is getting in trouble. Not making kids take responsi-
bility for their actions sets them up for failure.

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Drug crime, in particular pharmaceutical abuse is at epidemic levels. There is one drug death a
week now, twice as many as 2007, four times the level of prior year. Doctor shopping and lack of
regulation in pharmaceuticals attracts pill shoppers here. Florida needs to join the National Drug
Registry.

Resources :

There have not been any new deputy positions created in last 4 years. There has only been hiring
to replace outgoing employees. New deputy spots will be needed as the county’s population grows.
If no positions are created, response times will decrease as larger populations will have more call for
service. The Sheriff would not be in support of any new housing developments without funding for
services to cover the growth. The County would need to match development to resources.

Questions from floor:

Sheriff Nugent can’t make people in jail wear pink underwear like the famous Sheriff in Arizona, be-
cause we learned that the jail in this county is outsourced to a private company, Corrections Corpo-
ration of America. If he ran the jail, Sheriff Nugent would turn off the air conditioners immediately.

Using proceeds from seized drug money, a community building is being built in long neglected south
Brooksville.

The Sheriff would consider placing cars involved in serious DUI crashes with signs in strategic
places to deter drinking and driving.
