But then what exactly does that mean? 
  
Today it's back to the INTERNET! (My old 
dictionary, first acquired when I began my 
studies at the university, and were ñwax tab-
letsò, the popular media then!

Here in Florida often they are called ñDeed 
Restrictedò properties where the rules and 
regulations of the H.O.A convey with the pur-
chase of the property. 
  
Home Owners Associations (HOA) are 
mostly established under P.U.D.'s! These are 
Planned Urban Developments originating in 
the 1960. They began in cities where plan-
ning, zoning, and other land constraints were 
adding significant, and usually substantive 
costs to developments of housing, be they 

single family homes, townhouses, condos, 
etc.. As developers learned they could sell 
these PUDs and make money, these types of 
single family houses, townhouses, condos, 
quickly grew and with their growth other sets 
of concerns grew with them. 
  
The builder/developer controlled the HOA un-
til such time as they believed the few remain-
ing homes would sell. They could leave the 
ñgoverningò of the HOA to the property own-
ers along with any problems, expected, real, 
or imagined that would drain monies from 
their profits!!! Sometimes there were very 
harmonious relationship with the builder, and 
sometimes there were not! Hernando Beach 
South is a Deed Restricted community with 
an HOA. Hernando Beach Central and Her-
nando Beach North are not deed restricted 
and are only constrained by the Hernando 
County Codes as enforced by Code Enforce-
ment personnel of the County. This of course 
includes the Department of Health standards 
that sometimes are invoked when ñcrittersò 
are seen rooting in piled up garbage! Some 
properties are maintained by their owners 
with pride and care for their homes and their 
neighborhood. Others are not! A reasonable 
person may ask why doesn't everyone take 
care of their home and their neighborhood? 
WHY??? 
  
The June meeting will be the last meeting for 
now. There will be NO meeting for JULY or 
AUGUST!!! Our next meeting will be Septem-
ber 3rd.  For those of us who plan to be here 
most of the summer, be safe, and healthy!!!
