PROJECT UPDATE

The Hernando Beach Channel Dredge Project
continues on schedule. The Florida Department
of Environmental Protection has approved the as
-built plans and well monitoring plan. This week
the Dell Tank and related equipment was deliv-
ered to the disposal site. This is the equipment
which will separate the solid dredged materials
from the water. The pipeline installation in the
water is nearing completion, and the hydraulic
dredge equipment will be delivered and launched
within the next few days. Area residents may no-
tice noise this weekend as the booster pumps
are tested and preparations made to begin
dredge operations.

MARCH MINUTES

NEW BUSINESS

Phillip Rubin attended the annual meeting of
the ASMFC/GSMFC Atrtificial Reef Subcommit-
tee. The USS Radford navy ship is to be sunk
off the coast of New Jersey, Maryland and
Delaware and is expected to be underwater this
spring. It was started in 2003 and there were
delays from the Navy and DEP. There was a
review of degradation of stainless steel subway
cars off NJ T some are fine but some the
stainless is degrading and they think the cause
is different screws. Some stainless is moving
causing tangling in fishing lines.

The spread of Lionfish in the Gulf of Mexico is a
concern. They are an invasive species and in-
habit reefs. Restaurants are being promoted to
serve Lionfish, which can grow to 18 inches
and this will lead to harvest of the species.
Once the poisonous spine is cut off they are
safe to eat. No commercial license is needed to
harvest or sell. Phil passed around a poster for
insertion on the Port Authority web site, which
gives information for reporting sightings. The
FWC is developing methods to better monitor
the artificial reefs of Florida and expanded it to
natural reefs. Monitoring is being conducted in-
shore, offshore and on the middle grounds by
use of chevron traps, cameras and vertical lion
hook. Commissioner Dukes asked if the Lion-
fish could come into our canals and was told
the fish may be in our canals already.

An individual update was given of each state
from Massachusetts to Texas of the budget for
reef sites. Only 3 states provided an economic
impact study to their legislative body - Florida,
North Carolina and Texas. All have the same or
close to the previous year budget. Other states
budgets were slashed and personnel reduced
to 1 person. Bill Horn, of Florida Fish and Wild-
life Conservation Commission, saw our permit
request and would be reviewing with any
changes before it was submitted to Army Corp.
