FEBRUARY MEETING MINUTES

HERNANDO BEACH DREDGE

Geoffrey Kirk, Assistant County Attorney, pro-
vided an update on the litigation on both spoils
sites. Outside counsel retained by the County
said we will be keeping on track to get a final per-
mit. The administrative hearing on the Manuel
site was continued based upon conflicting test
data on the presence of oil and grease. Gregg
Sutton, Assistant County Engineer and Hernando
Beach Dredge Project Manager, said the test
may have been an anomaly and retesting will be
done the following week with DEP. DEP will se-

lect the testing sites and be sure the testing is
performed correctly. Regardless of the test re-
sults, it will not pose a problem 7 if needed, a wa-
ter separator will be used for the oil and grease.

Mr. Kirk said we need to please the Administra-
tive Law Judge, not necessarily how we may look
at things in applying the state rules and regula-
tions. Mr. Sutton assured the Board that the pro-
ject will be started by July 30th. The work will be
bid out before the permit is received so that we
have a contractor on board and are ready to mo-
bilize as soon as we get the final permit.

Capt. McCann asked what the complaint on the
second site was; Mr. Kirk responded that it was
essentially the same as the first site T state water
quality standards and not meeting state regula-
tory requirements. Mr. Martin asked who filed the
second petition; Mr. Kirk responded that Joe Ma-
son, an attorney in Brooksville, filed on behalf of
the Law family.

Mr. Fagan relayed a message from Scott Brown-
ing that, although he could not attend this meet-
ing, he will continue to attend future meetings
and remains very interested in the project. He
had a very successful meeting with Mr. Mixson,
Mr. Sutton and Larry Jennings, Deputy County
Administrator.
