This is still very early
on in the process so there are still many details
to work out.

With regard to the Hernando Beach Boat Ramp
parking, many residents that live in the north sec-
tion would benefit immensely from this
change. Currently on a good weather weekend
or Holiday weekend many boats are lined up on
Calienta St and they are jockeying for position to
use the ramps. When the regular parking is full
they park on the sides of the road and on other
resi dent 06 sThispcauses eongestion and
the residents who are trying to get home have
trouble passing safely. Also, by the end of the
weekend there is garbage overflowing in the
dumpsters and the restrooms need cleaning.

Due to the cutbacks at the county they are look-
ing for ways to subsidize these types of services.
Please keep in mind the parking fees have
worked very well at Pine Island and Rodgers
Park over the past few years.

We have received an estimate from the county
regarding the Fire Hydrants in your area. The
details are as follows.

Calcul ating 50006 of
(because it has to be directionally drilled through
rock) plus $3500 times approximately 10 hy-
drants equals $335,000 plus 15% contingency
equals $385,250. It looks like there may be 180
parcels so split between parcels and not resi-
dences, that would be approximately $2140 each
which could be finances at 6% interest over ten
years.

In order to receive an MSBU from the county we
would need 60% of the property owners to agree
to the terms as stated above.
