Now for an update on the dredge.  At the county commission 
meeting on Tuesday January 25

th
 the board voted to start the 

clean up in the canal behind the Hernando Beach Motel.  So dur-
ing the week of February 1

st
 the county and the Army Corp of En-

gineers were out there doing a survey.  The county submitted the 
survey and the paperwork to get a permit for the clean-up. It is a 
standard issue permit from the Army Corp and they are hoping to 
have it within a couple of weeks.  After they receive it they will be 
using Vac trucks to complete the work.   
 
 At the special dredge meeting on Tuesday Feb 1

st
 Ms. Susan 

Goebel and Mr. David Hamilton made a presentation to the com-
missioners.  They presented two timeline options.  Option A which 
would take them past the deadline of Jan 2012 for the state funds 
and Option B which would have them finish around Dec 2011.  
The commissioners approved Option B.  They are now acting as 
their own General Contractor but, they will be subcontracting the 
actual dredge and dewatering for the project.  The county will be 
using an abbreviated bid process by declaring an emergency con-
dition.  The emergency being the Jan 2012 deadline for the state 
funds.  They plan to have any prospective companies present a 
proposal with their means, meathod and time frame the first week 
of March.  They will then choose a company within a week or two.  
They also hope to use some county employees in an effort to save 
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some money.  In the meantime the county is expect-
ing a new permit from DEP that will be a bit more 
flexible on the dewatering process.  Please stay tuned 
for another update next month.  If you are interested

Beginning Tuesday, February 22, 2011, when a citi-
zen calls the main Government Center telephone 
number - 754-4000 - they will reach a recorded mes-
sage directing them to specific areas such as the 
Clerk's Office, the County Commissioners' and 
County Administration office, the Public Works De-
partment, Code Enforcement and Animal Services. 
There will also be an option for reaching a County 
representative.  
 
The Board of County Commissioners approved a staff 
recommendation to begin the new automated system 
on a 30-day trial basis in an effort to improve effi-
ciency as a result of streamlining staff and services. 
Staff is working to make the necessary modifications 
to the phone communications system to accommo-
date the County Commissioners' direction that callers 
should reach a representative as soon as possible 
within the automated system. 
 
Currently, the main phone line is answered by three 
Communications Department staff (Government 
Broadcasting), and pending the success of the 30-day 
trial, the task will be transferred to Human Resources. 
"This is an area that we would like to try and use vol-
unteer assistance, so if anyone is interested in volun-

teering their time for a few hours a week to handle 
phone calls, please contact me," said Brenda Frazier, 
Community Relations Coordinator.
