What is the Hernando Beach Property Owners Association (HBPOA)? 
Maybe to define it we need to understand what it is. Many call us a 
"Civic Association". If we use the Internet as a reference source, now 
accepted by many as the "Gospel" for all information, we learn from 
Your Dictionary.com the following definitions for CIVIC ASSOCIA-
TION.  CIVIC is defined as an adjective meaning "of a city, citizens, or 
citizenship".  ASSOCIATION is a group of people who have joined to-
gether for a common purpose. Unlike a corporation, an association is

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not a legal entity. The law may treat an associa-
tion like a corporation, however, if it has been 
operating in a corporate manner -- for example, 
if it has a charter and shareholders. Further it 
can mean:- 
1/ the act of associating  
2/ the state of being associated; companionship; 
fellowship; partnership 
3/ an organization of persons having common 
interests, purposes, etc.; society; league 4/ a 
connection in the mind between ideas, sensa-
tions, memories, etc.  
5/ the use of such connections as a literary de-
vice or psychoanalytic technique  
6/ a group of organisms living together in the 
same environment and forming a large, distinct 
component of a biome an oak forest association 
within a deciduous forest biome  
7/ Chem. the joining by relatively weak chemical 
bonds of two or more molecules of the same or 
different substances into a larger aggregate, as 
in polymerization 
 
Using the above definitions HBPOA is a CIVIC 
ASSOCIATION of a group of citizens who come 
together (associating) for companionship, fellow-
ship, and having common interests or purposes. 
Although often I believe (6) ï a group of organ-
isms living together in the same environment as 
a deciduous forest biome might also apply! 
 
Alvin Mazourek, our property appraiser, visited 
us at our April meeting and once again provided 
us useful information. Of particular interest is the 
FACT we have over eight hundred (800)-
homesteaded properties on Hernando Beach! 
That is a ólottaô of tax monies going to the 
County, State, & Federal Governments AND 
most interestingly a large block of voters who 
acting together can make a difference.
