The County Commissioners have been petitioned to elimi-
nate or reduce the impact fees so builders could build 
cheaper houses without having to pay for roads, schools and 
other necessary infrastructure.  They want to add to the exist-
ing ñglutò of empty and unsold  properties already available 
throughout the County.  The School Board originally refused 
to agree to reducing their $4200 single family home impact 
fee.  However, the St. Pete Times (SPT) October 7, 2009, is-
sue had an article about our School Board saying it was a 
good idea to help out the developers.  ñWe've got to do 
something to help the community.ò  The article stated the dis-
trict is still adding about 100 students a year.  The state pro-
jects it will continue to grow, ñespecially at the elementary 
level where the district is already struggling to provide capac-
ity.ò  The school district brought in $6.9 million this year ac-
cording to D. Henger (school district's CFO) but it expects to 
drop to $1.4 million this year.  ñIf these funds go away that 
means millage funds would be used for that,  Henger said.  It 
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would add a definite burden.ò   I wonder who 
they expect to make up the shortfall??? 
 
The same issue of the SPT raises concern 
about drilling in the Gulf of Mexico.  They 
are referring to a secret ñoil drilling groupò 
funded by unknown monies.  It is interesting 
that much of Florida Coast line can not have 
ñoil drillingò.   Hernando County is one of the 
areas found acceptable for drilling!   
 
An interesting series is on PBS called the 
ñNational Parksò, produced by Ken Burns.  
You may remember he produced the very 
well received Civil War Series several years 
ago.  Ken Burns made an interesting state-
ment about being a proud American whose 
Government... ñbrought the National Parks, 
wrote the Declaration of Independence, the 
Constitution, a government envied by the 
world, Medicare, Social Security, free 
speech, able to put men on the moon, built a 
National highway system, have clean drink-
ing water, and have a country and govern-
ment  that more persons are trying to come 
into than leave!ò   He further stated that all 
these things, and more, were brought by the 
Government, and sometimes we forget what 
others desire! And many have died for us to 
have!   If you have not visited any of YOUR 
National Parks, watch them on PBS!   They 
will impress you with their beauty and inspir-
ing majesty!  While watching, keep in mind 
that you, as a Citizen of the United States of 
America are part owner of some of the 
greatest wonders in the world!!!  
 
At the October meeting of the HBPOA the 
membership agreed with the Officers to op-
pose the eliminating any impact fees for 
builders or developers in Hernando County.
