Shoal Line Boulevard. FDEP made a field visit on Wednes-
day and noted a concern with the off-load site on Calienta
Street, and the contractor is working to resolve those con-
cerns.

Although the contractor continues to assure the County
that the project completion deadline will be met, as a pre-
caution, the Board of County Commissioners' authorized
the submittal of a letter to the Florida Department of Trans-
portation requesting an extension of the December 31,
2011, deadline for the project grant.

The Board also authorized County staff to initiate discus-
sions and/or negotiations with BCPeabody for a no-cost
change order to redefine the terms for payment for the new
means and methods involved in mechanically dredging the
Hernando Beach Channel.

An incident occurred on October 12th involving one of the
material barges in the channel taking on water from a
passing boat. The pumps were immediately activated, re-
storing buoyancy and enabling the barge to safely proceed
to the off-load site without the loss or submersion of any of
the materials.

Beginning Wednesday, October 19, 2011, Calienta Street
between Flamingo Blvd. and Gulf Coast Dr. (immediately
west of the Coast Guard Auxiliary parking lot) in Hernando
Beach will be closed to through traffic. Residents will have
