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PRESIDENTS MESSAGE 
 
It has been a very busy summer.  On June 30th, 
County Administrator David Hamilton held a town 
hall style budget meeting at the Coast Guard 
Auxiliary.  We had a great turnout from the resi-
dents, which Mr. Hamilton encouraged to share 
their concerns regarding the budget for our 
area.  Of course the dredge was one of the first 
topics.  He explained that money was already put 
aside and had no impact on the budget.  More on 
the dredge later.  There was also concern re-
garding the Sheriffs Departments Marine 
Unit.  He then set the record straight advising us 
to work with the Sheriff since that is a different 
budget.  
 
Update: At the last budget hearing on July 28th 
the Sheriff presented two options to the Board of 
County Commissioners. 
Option 1 - Cut only $1 million from his budget, 
which would have no impact on the Marine Unit. 
Option 2 - Cut $2 million from his budget, which 
he then would have to cut the Marine Unit back 
to 6 months.  He would only have them patrol in 
the summer months.  The savings would come 
from the workers contribution, which is much 
higher for the Marine Unit than the Land 
Unit.  The next budget meeting with the county 
commissioners is scheduled for Tuesday August 
25th. 
  
Now onto the Dredge!  The wait is over, It is fi-
nally here!  A public meeting was held on July 
15th at the Coast Guard Auxiliary by Hernando 
County.  It was standing room only as more than 
200 people came to hear the details.  The con-
tractor is on site at the old Wastewater Treatment 
Plant, which is the disposal site.  He is in the 
process of setting everything up and he should 
begin the dredging in the next month or two.  The 
contractor who will be handling the sea grass 
mitigation is also on site and has already sur-
veyed the area.  For anyone who has been out to 
the channel they can see the survey markers al-
ready installed.  When the dredge begins they 
will be working from sun up to sun down 7 days a 
week.  The channel will remain open but the con-
tractor asked for help from the boaters.  He noted 
that he has seen some operators moving quickly 
in the waters.  "Give us some notice before you 

blow up on us," he said.  So please be careful 
and have some patience once you see the equip-
ment out there.  
  
There is also more good news, Hernando County 
has installed 4 lights at the boat ramp parking 
area.  We would like to thank Wayne Dukes for 
working with the county to accomplish this much 
needed safety improvement for our area. 
  
One more thing regarding street lights.  All resi-
dents received a post card in the mail from the 
Board of County Commissioners.  It is regarding 
the proposed Hernando Beach Street Lighting 
assessment of an increase of $0.75 per lot/
unit.  A hearing has been scheduled for Tuesday, 
August 25 at 9:30 in the Hernando County Gov-
ernment Center to receive public com-
ments.  The HB property owners association has 
approved this increase given that Shoal Line Blvd 
would be very dangerous without street lights.
