Hernando Beach Channel Dredge Project Up-
date 
 
On July 7, 2011 staff verbally notified BCPea-
body (BCP) of Hernando Countyôs concerns with 
them being able to meet the project deadline. 
They were advised to submit written documenta-
tion of their commitment to complete the project 
on time and on schedule and to describe what 
improvements they would make to meet that obli-
gation.  
 
On July 11th, BCP provided a written guarantee 
indicating that they were bringing in a larger, 
more efficient hydraulic dredge and also a sec-
ond mechanical dredge to dig areas that were 
discovered to be mostly rock. With this proposal, 
a revised schedule was submitted which prom-
ised to bring the project back on schedule.  
 
On July 29th, BCP submitted a request to the 
County to modify their means and methods for 
performing the dredge construction. Modifications 
include replacing all hydraulic dredging with me-
chanical dredging, thereby eliminating the need 
to filter the water through the ponds. BCP be-
lieves they can obtain FDEP approval without a 
permit modification. In the meantime, we have 
authorized them to hold preliminary discussions 
with FDEP, but have not given them approval to 
modify the permit.

The Dredge Project contractor, BCPeabody, is in

the process of modifying the means and methods 
for the dredging of the canal to solely consist of 
mechanical dredging rather than a combination 
of mechanical and hydraulic dredging. Yester-
day, County staff met with the Florida Depart-
ment of Environmental Protection (FDEP) onsite 
and discussed the new plan. FDEP had no major 
concerns, and approval of the modified plan is 
anticipated within the next few days. To date, the 
budget remains in place. Although the project is 
currently behind schedule, BCPeabody will be 
bringing additional mechanical dredging equip-
ment to expedite the dredging construction. With 
these changes, it is still possible for the project to 
meet the December 31st deadline.

Hernando Beach Channel Dredge Project Update 

 

The Florida Department of Environmental Protection 

issued a permit modification on August 10th pursuant 

to the request from the project contractor, BCPea-

body, which allows among other things, for the con-

tractor to perform solely mechanical dredging. The 

revised FDEP permit is attached. 

 

Mechanical dredging has continued this week, 

weather permitting. The contractor has added a sec-

ond barge at the west end of the channel, and a sec-

ond mechanical dredger will begin operation soon.  

 

The contractor is working to remove the hydraulic 

pipeline and associated equipment since the hydrau-

lic dredging has been discontinued. The disposal site 

will remain essentially intact for now and will be used 

as a staging area for the mechanical dredging. 

The next staff update will be presented to the Board 

of County Commissioners on August 23, 2011.
